• Please e-mail up to 3-5 images, no larger than 500k each, and saved as a “JPG” files.
Image file names should include your first initial and last name (example: “jsmith1.jpg”).

• Images maybe be “zipped” together in one file or sent as separate attachments.

• Please attach a separate image list with the title, medium, and physical size of each
piece of artwork submitted.

• All images and correspondence should be sent to: AuroraArtWalk@gmail.com.
The subject line of your email submission should be in the following format:

For MUSICIANS

• Your submission should include at minimum one photograph of the
artist/musicians and 2 audio samples. The artist’s image should be no larger than
500k, and saved as a “JPG” file. The image/audio files should be Mp3 files and
named to include your first initial and last name (example: “jsmith1.jpg” or:
“jsmith2.mp3”

• Press clips and video are appreciated where available.
• All samples, completed application and correspondence should be sent to:

for POETS, PLAYWRIGHTS, INDEPENDENT FILMMAKERS and/or WRITERS:

• The Aurora ArtWalk welcomes poets, playwrights, filmmakers and writers
interested in reading a poem or excerpt from longer works or showing a film
short.

• Poets should include three short poems or one long poem of not more than 500 words.

• Playwrights and prose writers should include a single writing sample of not more than
500 words.

• Filmmakers should submit a complete short or link to an online version of their
video (IE: hosted on a website, or YouTube).  Note: longer films may not be
considered due to venue constraints.
